WHEREAS, Clovercreek Municipal Utility District of Montgomery County, Texas (the "District")
was heretofore duly created pursuant to an order of the Texas Water Commission (now the Texas
Commission on Environmental Quality) on April 24, 1984 as a conservation and reclamation district created
under and essential to accomplish the purposes of Section 52, Article III, and Section 59, Article XVI, of
the Texas Constitution and operating pursuant to Chapters 49 and 54 of the Texas Water Code; and

WHEREAS, at an election held within the District on August 10, 1985 (the “First Election™), the
Board of Directors was authorized to issue bonds of the District for the purposes of purchasing,
constructing, acquiring, owning, leasing, operating, repairing, improving, or extending a waterworks
system, sanitary sewer system and drainage and storm sewer system, including, but not limited to, all
additions to such systems and all works, improvements, facilities, plants, equipment, appliances, interests
in property, and contract rights needed therefor and administrative facilities needed in connection therewith,
and to provide for the payment of the principal of and interest on such bonds by the levy and collection
annually of a sufficient tax upon all taxable property within said District, in the maximum amount of

$6,800,000; and

WHEREAS, at that First Election, the creation of the District was confirmed, and the Board of
Directors was authorized to assess, levy, and collect a maintenance tax of not to exceed one dollar ($1.00)
on each one hundred dollars ($100) valuation of all taxable property within said District to secure funds for
maintenance purposes, including, but not limited to, funds for planning, maintaining, repairing, and
operating, all necessary works, improvements, facilities, plants, equipment, and appliances of such District,
and such other improvements and facilities as may be authorized by law and for the payment of proper
services, engineering and legal fees, organization and administrative expenses; and

WHEREAS, at an election held within the District on July 15, 1995 (the “Second Election™), the
Board of Directors was authorized to issue bonds of the District for the purposes of purchasing,
constructing, acquiring, owning, operating, repairing, improving, or extending a waterworks system,
sanitary sewer system, and drainage, and storm sewer system, including, but not limited to, all additions to
such systems and all works, improvements, facilities, plants, equipment, appliances, interests in property,
and contract rights needed therefor and administrative facilities needed in connection therewith, in the
maximum amount of $2,800,000; and

WHEREAS, at that Second Election, the Board of Directors was authorized to levy and collect a
maintenance tax of not to exceed fifty cents ($0.50) per one hundred dollars ($100) of valuation on all
taxable property within the District to secure funds for maintenance purposes, including, but not limited to,
funds for planning, maintaining, repairing, and operating all necessary works, improvements, facilities,
plants, equipment, and appliances of such District, and for the payment of proper services, engineering and
legal fees, organization, and administrative expenses, said authorization to be in place of the $1.00
maintenance tax previously authorized for the District; and
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WHEREAS, at an election held within the District on May 5, 2001, the Board of Directors was
authorized to issue bonds of the District for the purposes of purchasing, constructing, acquiring, owning,
operating, repairing, improving, or extending a waterworks system, sanitary sewer system, and drainage,
and storm sewer system, including, but not limited to, all additions to such systems and all works,
improvements, facilities, plants, equipment, appliances, interests in property, and contract rights needed
therefor and administrative facilities needed in connection therewith, in the maximum amount of

$3,755,000; and

WHEREAS, it is now timely to call an election to authorize the Board of Directors to issue
additional bonds of the District to provide water, sewage, and drainage facilities for the District, and to levy
a maximum maintenance and operations tax of $1.50; and

WHEREAS, there has been filed with the District, open to inspection by the public, an capital
improvements plan for the water, sewage and drainage facilities from Vogler & Spencer Engineering, Inc.
covering the works, improvements, facilities, capacities, plants, equipment and appliances to be purchased
in order to maintain and operate District facilities; and

WHEREAS, the Board finds that the estimates of (i) $20,000,000 in bonds for water, sanitary
sewer, drainage and storm sewer, organization and administration purposes; (ii) $20,000,000 in bonds for
water, sanitary sewer, drainage and storm sewer, organization and administration purposes refunding
purposes are reasonable and proper and hereby approve the same and all items thereof but reserves the right
to reallocate costs and make such other changes as necessary to meet the changing requirements of the

District’s system; and

WHEREAS, the Board is of the opinion that it would be of benefit to the District to be authorized
to levy and collect annual ad valorem taxes at a rate not to exceed $1.50 per $100.00 of assessed valuation
on all taxable property within the District to secure funds for water, sewer, and drainage facility
maintenance purposes; and

WHEREAS, all of the bonds which may be issued from each proposition will be secured by the
levy of an ad valorem tax unlimited as to rate or amount, sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on

such bonds; and

WHEREAS, the estimated ad valorem tax rate necessary to support the bonds authorized hereunder
is $1.50 per $100 of assessed valuation on all taxable property within the District; and

WHEREAS, under current law and the bond proposition the maximum rate of interest any issue of
the proposed bonds may bear is fifteen per cent (15%) per annum; and

WHEREAS, under current law and the bond proposition, the maximum term of any series of bonds
shall not exceed forty (40) years; and

WHEREAS, under current law the District cannot issue general obligation bonds to finance
improvements with a weighted average maturity of the issue of bonds exceeding 120 percent of the
reasonable expected weighted average economic life of the improvements financed with the issue of bonds;

and

WHEREAS, at the commencement of the District’s current fiscal year, the District has authorized
the sale of bonds, therefore the District’s aggregate bonded debt outstanding is $3,900,000 and the
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aggregate outstanding amount of interest on debt obligations of the District is $1,290,612. Further, the
District has levied a debt service tax of $0.49 per $100 assessed valuation, and $0.50 per $100 assessed
valuation for operation and maintenance purposes; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors is of the opinion that an election should be held on May 2,
2026, for the purposes of:

A. submitting a proposition on the issuance of the District’s bonds in the maximum aggregate
original principal amount of $20,000,000 to develop and finance water, sewer, and

drainage facilities;

B. submitting a proposition on the issuance of the District’s bonds in the maximum aggregate
original principal amount of $20,000,000 to refund bonds issued to develop and finance
water, sewer, and drainage facilities;

C. submitting a proposition on the levying and collecting of an annual ad valorem tax not to
exceed $1.50 per $100 per assessed valuation for water, sewer, and drainage facility
maintenance and operation purposes;

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors wishes to proceed with the ordering of said election.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDERED BY THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF
CLOVERCREEK MUNICIPAL UTILITY DISTRICT OF MONTGOMERY COUNTY, TEXAS:

Section 1: The matters and facts set out in the preamble of this Order are hereby found and declared
to be true and complete.

Section 2: An election shall be held on Saturday, May 2, 2026, between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and
7:00 p.m., (unless authorized to close earlier pursuant to Section 41.033, Texas Election Code, as amended)
at the polling locations designated by Montgomery County, Texas, places which the Board of Directors of
the District, after duly considering the requirements of the Texas Election Code, find to be proper places
for conducting said election, at which the following propositions shall be submitted:

which under applicable law may properly be paid from the proceeds of such bonds; and to
provide for the payment of principal of and interest on such bonds by the levy and
collection of a sufficient tax, without limit as to rate or amount, upon all taxable property
within said district, all as authorized by the constitution and laws of the State of Texas,
including particularly (but not by way of limitation) Article XVI, Section 59 of the Texas
Constitution and Chapters 49 and 54 of the Texas Water Code, to the extent applicable,
together with all amendments and additions thereto?

PROPOSITION B

THIS IS A TAX INCREASE. Shall the Board of Directors of Clovercreek Municipal
Utility District of Montgomery County, Texas be authorized to issue bonds of said district

the payment of principal of and interest on such bonds by the levy and collection of a
sufficient tax, without limit as to rate or amount, upon all taxable property within said
district, all as authorized by the constitution and laws of the State of Texas, including
particularly (but not by way of limitation) Article XVI, Section 59 of the Texas
Constitution, Chapter 1207 of the Texas Government Code and Chapters 49 and 54 of the
Texas Water Code, to the extent applicable, together with all amendments and additions

thereto?

Section 6: Montgomery County shall designate the election precinct. The District intends to
contract with Montgomery County to conduct the election. The Montgomery County Elections
Administrator shall appoint the officers and presiding judge(s) for the election.

Early voting in the election by personal appearance shall begin on April 20, 2026, and shall continue
through April 28, 2026. The clerk for early voting shall be the Montgomery County Early Voting Clerk and
the place at which early voting by personal appearance shall be conducted is at the Main Early Vote Center
located at is 9195 Airport Road, Conroe, Texas 77303, in Montgomery County, or at any other early voting
location to be designated by Montgomery County Elections Administrator, during designated times. The
early voting Clerk’s email address is: elections@mctx.org and website is: www.elections.mctx.org

Early voting dates and hours will be conducted in accordance with Texas law.

The early voting clerk’s mailing address to which ballot applications and ballots to be voted by
mail may be sent is P.O. Box 2646, Conroe, Texas 77305, Montgomery County. Attention: Montgomery
County Early Voting Clerk. Early voting ballots shall be provided to the presiding judge on election day,
and the presiding judge and any clerks shall serve as the early voting ballot board and tally the early ballots.

Section 7: The election shall be held and conducted and returns made to this Board of Directors in
accordance with the Texas Election Code as modified by Chapter 49, Texas Water Code.
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Section 8: The Board of Directors of the District hereby appoints Coats Rose, P.C., as the District
agent for the election.

Section 9: All qualified resident electors of the District shall be entitled to vote in the election.

Section 10: The President and the Secretary of the Board or the District's agent is hereby directed
to cause notice of this election to be posted (i) on election day and during early voting by personal
appearance, in a prominent location at each polling place, (ii) in three public places in the boundaries of the
political subdivision at least 21 days before the election, (iii) during the 21 days before the election shall be
posted on the political subdivision’s website, prominently and together with the notice of election, the
contents of the proposition, and any sample ballot prepared for the election, if the District maintains an
internet website, and (iv) at such other places as notice of the meetings of the Board of Directors of the
District are required to be posted.

Additionally, the President and the Secretary of the Board or the District’s agent is hereby directed
to prepare voter information documents in accordance with Section 1251.052(b) of the Texas Government
Code and to cause such documents to be posted in the same manner as this Order as described above.
