WHEREAS, Montgomery County Municipal Utility District No. 209 (the "District") was
heretofore duly created pursuant to House Bill 4641, 87th Texas Legislature, 2021 Regular
Session, codified at Chapter 7941A, Texas Special District Local Laws Code, effective June 15,
2021, as a conservation and reclamation district created under and essential to accomplish the
purposes of Section 52, Article 111, and Section 59, Article XVI, of the Texas Constitution and
operating pursuant to Chapters 49 and 54 of the Texas Water Code; and

WHEREAS, the directors of the District, appointed in accordance with the Act, have met
and organized and have qualified to serve as directors of the District by taking the oath and
making the bond required by law; and

WHEREAS, it is now timely to call an election to authorize the Board of Directors to
issue bonds of the District to provide roads for the District; and

WHEREAS, it is now timely to call an election to authorize the Board of Directors to
issue bonds of the District to provide park and recreational facilities for the District; and

WHEREAS, there has been filed with the District, open to inspection by the public, an
engineering report for the roads and park and recreational facilities from Robert Deden Services,
Inc., covering the works, improvements, facilities, capacities, plants, equipment and appliances
to be purchased, constructed or otherwise acquired by the District and the property, contract
rights, rights of use and interests in property to be purchased or otherwise acquired, as well as the
estimated cost of all the foregoing, together with maps, plats, profiles and data showing and
explaining the report (the “Engineering Report”), and the Engineering Report has been carefully
considered by the Board and has been fully approved by the Board; and

WHEREAS, the Engineering Report heretofore filed and approved contains an estimate
of the cost of the purchase, construction or other acquisition of the proposed works,
improvements, facilities, capacities, plants, equipment and appliances, an estimate of the cost of
purchase or other acquisition of property, contract rights, rights of use and interests in property,
and an estimate of expenses incident thereto; and

WHEREAS, as required by Section 49.4645(b), Texas Water Code, there has been filed

in the office of the District for review by the public a park plan covering the improvements,
facilities, and equipment to be purchased or constructed and their estimated cost, together with
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maps, plats, drawings, and data fully showing and explaining the park plan (the “Park Plan”);
and

WHEREAS, in accordance with Section 49.465, Texas Water Code, the Board finds that
the size and location of the recreational facilities described in the Park Plan have been
established in consideration of municipal or county recreational facilities, whether existing or
proposed, if any, that serve or will serve the area in which the District is located; and

WHEREAS, the Board finds that the estimates of (i) $11,128,000 in bonds for road
purposes, (ii) $11,128,000 in bonds for road refunding purposes, (iii) $9,748,000 in bonds for
parks and recreational facilities purposes, and (iv) $9,748,000 in bonds for parks and recreational
refunding purposes are reasonable and proper and hereby approve the same and all items thereof
but reserves the right to authorize amendment to the engineering report and to reallocate costs
and make such other changes as necessary to meet the changing requirements of the District’s
system; and

WHEREAS, the Board is of the opinion that it would be of benefit to the District to be
authorized to levy and collect annual ad valorem taxes at a rate not to exceed $1.50 per $100.00
of assessed valuation on all taxable property within the District to secure funds for road
maintenance purposes; and

WHEREAS, the Board is of the opinion that it would be of benefit to the District to be
authorized to levy and collect annual ad valorem taxes at a rate not to exceed $1.50 per $100.00
of assessed valuation on all taxable property within the District to secure funds for park and
recreational facility maintenance purposes; and

WHEREAS, all of the bonds which may be issued from each proposition will be secured
by the levy of an ad valorem tax unlimited as to rate or amount; and

WHEREAS, the estimated ad valorem tax rate necessary to support the bonds authorized
hereunder is $1.25 per $100 of assessed valuation on all taxable property within the District; and

WHEREAS, under current law and the bond proposition the maximum rate of interest
any issue of the proposed bonds may bear is fifteen per cent (15%) per annum; and

WHEREAS, under current law and the bond proposition, the maximum term of any
series of bonds shall not exceed forty (40) years; and

WHEREAS, under current law the District cannot issue general obligation bonds with a
weighted average maturity of the issue of bonds exceeding 120 percent of the reasonable
expected weighted average economic life of the improvements with the issue of bonds; and

WHEREAS, at the commencement of the District’s current fiscal year, the District has
authorized the sale of bonds, therefore the District’s aggregate bonded debt outstanding is $-0-
and the aggregate outstanding amount of interest on debt obligations of the District is $-0-.
Further, the District has not yet levied a road maintenance tax, or a park and recreational
facilities maintenance tax; and
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WHEREAS, the Board of Directors is of the opinion that an election should be held on
May 3, 2025, for the purposes of:

A.

submitting a proposition on the issuance of the District’s bonds in the maximum
aggregate original principal amount of $11,128,000 to develop and finance
macadamized, graveled, or paved roads or improvements, including storm
drainage in aid of those roads;

submitting a proposition on the issuance of the District’s bonds in the maximum
aggregate original principal amount of $11,128,000 to refund bonds issued to
develop and finance macadamized, graveled, or paved roads or improvements,
including storm drainage in aid of those roads;

submitting a proposition on the issuance of bonds in the maximum aggregate
original principal amount of $9,748,000 to develop parks and recreational
facilities;

submitting a proposition on the issuance of the District’s bonds in the maximum
aggregate original principal amount of $9,748,000 to refund bonds issued to
develop parks and recreational facilities;

submitting a proposition on the levying and collecting of an annual ad valorem
tax not to exceed $1.50 per $100 per assessed valuation for road maintenance and
operation purposes;

submitting a proposition on the levying and collecting of an annual ad valorem
tax not to exceed $0.10 per $100 assessed valuation for park and recreational
facility operation and maintenance purposes; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors wishes to proceed with the ordering of said election.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDERED BY THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF
MONTGOMERY COUNTY MUNICIPAL UTILITY DISTRICT NO. 209:

Section 1: The matters and facts set out in the preamble of this order are hereby found
and declared to be true and complete.

Section 6: In accordance with Texas Election Code, Section 3.009, the District currently
estimates that, if the proposition contained herein were approved and the bonds proposed herein
were authorized and issued, the District’s ad valorem debt service tax rate is projected to be a
maximum of approximately $1.50 per $100 of assessed valuation. The estimated tax rate is based
on current assumptions and projections of interest rates, property development, assessed
valuations and tax collection rates. To the extent that such assumptions and projects are not
realized, the actual tax rate assessed by the District may vary substantially from the estimated tax
rate. The estimated tax rate provided in this Section shall not be considered part of the bond
propositions submitted to the voters pursuant to this Order and shall not be considered as a
limitation on the District’s authority to levy, assess and collect an unlimited tax as to rate or
amount pursuant to Texas Constitution Article XV1, Section 59.

Section 7: In accordance with Section 1253.002, Texas Government Code, the District
will not issue any general obligation bonds authorized herein with a weighted average maturity
exceeding 120 percent of the reasonably expected weighted average economic life of the
improvements financed with the issue of bonds.
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Section 8: Montgomery County (the “County”) shall designate the election precinct(s).
The County shall appoint election officers as required by law and provided under the District’s
contract with the County to conduct the election.

Early voting in the election by personal appearance shall begin on April 22, 2025, and
shall continue through April 29, 2025. Early voting in the election shall be conducted under
contract with Montgomery County at the locations and during the hours designated by the
County. The clerk for early voting shall be the Montgomery County Early Voting Clerk.

Section 9: The election shall be held and conducted and returns made to this Board of
Directors in accordance with the Texas Election Code as modified by Chapter 49, Texas Water
Code.

Section 10: The Board of Directors of the District hereby appoints Coats Rose, P.C., as
the District agent for the election.

Section 11: All qualified resident electors of the District shall be entitled to vote in the
election.

Section 12: The President and the Secretary of the Board or the District's agent is hereby
directed to cause notice of this election to be posted (i) on election day and during early voting
by personal appearance, in a prominent location at each polling place, (ii) in three public places
in the boundaries of the political subdivision at least 21 days before the election, (iii) during the
21 days before the election shall be posted on the political subdivision’s website, prominently
and together with the notice of election, the contents of the proposition, and any sample ballot
prepared for the election, if the District maintains an internet website, and (iv) at such other
places as notice of the meetings of the Board of Directors of the District are required to be
posted.

Additionally, the President and the Secretary of the Board or the District’s agent is
hereby directed to prepare voter information documents in accordance with Section 1251.052(b)
of the Texas Government Code and to cause such documents to be posted in the same manner as
this Order as described above.

Section 13: If applicable, the rate of pay for judges and clerks of the election shall be
determined by the Board of Directors of the District, in compliance with the Texas Election
Code.

Section 14: The President or Vice President and Secretary or Assistant Secretary are
authorized and directed to take any action necessary to carry out the provisions of this order.

Seccion 6: De acuerdo con la Seccidon 3.009 del Cddigo Electoral de Texas, el Distrito
actualmente estima que, si se aprueba la proposicion contenida en la presente y se autorizan y
emiten los bonos propuestos en la presente, se prevé que la tasa del impuesto ad valorem para el
servicio de la deuda del Distrito sera de un maximo aproximadamente de $1.50 por cada $100 de
tasacion fiscal. La tasa de impuestos estimada se basa en suposiciones actuales y proyecciones de
tasas de interés, desarrollo inmobiliario, tasaciones e indices de recaudacion de impuestos. En la
medida en que tales suposiciones y proyecciones no se cumplan, la tasa real de impuesto
determinada por el Distrito puede variar considerablemente de la tasa de impuesto estimada. La
tasa de impuesto estimada presentada en esta Seccién no sera considerada parte de las
proposiciones de bonos presentadas ante los votantes en virtud de esta Orden y no serd
considerada como limitacién de la potestad de Distrito para imponer, tasar y recaudar un
impuesto ilimitado en cuanto a tasa o cantidad en conformidad con la Seccién 59 del Articulo
XVI de la Constitucion de Texas.
