sanitary sewer system, and a drainage and storm sewer system, both within and
outside the boundaries of the District, including but not limited to all additions to
such systems and all works, improvements, facilities, equipment, appliances,
interests in property, and contract rights needed therefor and administrative
facilities needed in connection therewith, and making payments under contracts
including but not limited to contracts pursuant to Section 49.213 of the Texas Water
Code, or in aid of such purposes, redeeming bond anticipation notes issued for such
purposes, and paying such expenses as are incidental to the organization,
administration and financing of the District, which under applicable law may
properly be paid from the proceeds of such bonds, and to provide for the payment
of principal of and interest on such bonds by the levy and collection of a sufficient
ad valorem tax upon all taxable property within the District, as authorized by the
Constitution and laws of the State of Texas?

$29,000,000. The cost of non-construction items, including capitalized interest and operating
expenses, financial advisor's fees, legal fees, bond discount, printing and issuing bonds and non-
construction contingencies is estimated by the Board of Directors to be $8,000,000.

At a meeting of the Board of Directors (the “Board”) of ROMAN FOREST PUBLIC
UTILITY DISTRICT NO. 4 held on July 21, 2021, at which was present a quorum of directors of
said Board, as follows:

the following business was transacted:

It was duly moved, seconded and unanimously carried that the order set out below be passed
and adopted, all directors present voting “aye” and no one voting “no.” Said order is as follows:

WHEREAS, ROMAN FOREST PUBLIC UTILITY DISTRICT NO. 4, of Montgomery
County, Texas, (the “District”) has been legally created; and the directors of the District have
qualified as required by law, met and organized; and the District is authorized to issue bonds
supported by ad valorem taxes to pay for the development and maintenance of a water supply and
distribution system, sanitary sewer system, and drainage and storm sewer system facilities, provided
that the bonds are authorized by the qualified voters of the District voting in an election held for that
purpose.

WHEREAS, as required by Section 490.106, Texas Water Code, there has been filed in the
office of the District open to inspection by the public, an engineer’s report, and any supplemental
letters or amendments, covering the land, improvements, facilities, plants, equipment, and appliances
to be purchased or constructed and their estimated cost, together with maps, plats, drawings and data
fully showing and explaining the report (the “Engineering Report™), and the Engineering Report has
been carefully considered and approved by the Board; and

WHEREAS, the Board finds that the estimate of probably costs of the design, construction,
purchase, and acquisition of a water supply and distribution system, sanitary sewer system, and
drainage and storm sewer system facilities and additions thereto, and incidental expenses connected
with such improvements and the issuance of bonds and refunding bonds, contained in the
Engineering Report of $37,000,000 and $25,000,000, respectively, is reasonable and proper and
hereby approves the same; and

WHEREAS, the Board desires to call an election for the purpose of submitting a proposition
on the issuance of the bonds of the District in the maximum aggregate original principal amount of



$37,000,000, and the levy of taxes in payment of such bonds, and on the issuance of refunding bonds
of the District in the maximum aggregate original principal amount of $25,000,000, and the levy of
taxes in payment of such bonds; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors finds and determines that all requirements have been
met prerequisite to the ordering of a bond election; and the Board is of the opinion that an election
should be held for the purpose of submitting the propositions hereinafter set forth; and

WHEREAS, it is anticipated that the gross revenues from the District’s water and sewer
system may not be sufficient to provide funds for maintenance purposes, including funds for
planning, constructing, acquiring, maintaining, repairing and operating all necessary land, plants,
works facilities, improvements, appliances and equipment of the District and for paying costs of
proper services, engineering and legal fees, and organization and administrative expenses; and

WHEREAS, the Board finds and determines that it will be in the best interest of the District
to obtain authorization for the levy and collection of a maintenance tax upon all taxable property
within the District, pursuant to the provisions of Texas Water Code 49.107; and

WHEREAS, the Board of said District finds and determines that all prerequisites to the
ordering of a maintenance tax election have been met, and the Board is of the opinion that said
election should be called for the purpose of submitting to the duly qualified resident electors of the
District the proposition for the levy and collection of a maintenance tax as more particularly set out
below;

WHEREAS, the Board has the authority to call a bond and maintenance tax election for
November 2, 2021, and wishes to proceed with the ordering of said election; and

WHEREAS, the Board anticipates that it will enter into an agreement for a joint election
pursuant to Chapters 31 and 271, Texas Election Code, with Montgomery County, Texas (the
“County”), under the terms of which Suzie Harvey (the “Administrator”), Elections Administrator of
Montgomery County, Texas, will provide election administration services on behalf of the District in
connection with a joint election to be conducted with the County;

IT IS, THEREFORE, ORDERED BT THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF ROMAN
FOREST PUBLIC UTILITY DISTRICT NO. 4 THAT:

Section 1: Recitals. All of the matters and facts contained in the “WHEREAS” clauses above
are declared to be true and correct.

Section 2. Call of Election; Eligible Electors; Election Day Voting. An election (the
“Election”) shall be held on Tuesday, November 2, 2021 (“Election Day”), within the entire territory
of the District at which election the proposition contained in Section 9 below shall be submutted. All
resident, qualified electors of the District, shall be entitled to vote in the Election. Voting on
Election Day will be conducted between 7:00 am. and 7:00 p.m. in accordance with Section




271.003, Texas Election Code, at the Election Day polling locations designated for the Election by
the County, which locations for purposes of the Election are declared to be public places.

Section 3. Conduct of Election. The Election shall be conducted by election officers, in
accordance with the Texas Election Code, Chapters 49 and 54 of the Texas Water Code, and the
Constitution and laws of the State of Texas and the United States of America. The Board anticipates
that the Election will be conducted under the terms and conditions of a Joint Election Agreement
(the “Joint Election Agreement”) pursuant to Chapters 31 and 271 of the Texas Election Code.

Section 4. Applications for Ballots by Mail. Applications for ballot by mail may be submitted
by mail, email, or fax, addressed to Suzie Harvey, Montgomery County Elections Administrator and
Early Voting Clerk, as follows:

Section S. Early Voting. Pursuant to Chapter 31 of the Texas Election Code and the Joint
Election Agreement, the Board appoints the Administrator as the District’s Early Voting Clerk for
the Election. Early voting by personal appearance shall be conducted during the hours, on the dates,
and at the locations listed on Attachment “A” attached hereto and made a part hereof for all
purposes, which locations for purposes of the Election are declared to be public places. Attachment
“A” shall be revised and finalized, if necessary, as directed by the Administrator. The
Administrator’s office shall also remain open on Election Day during the hours the polls are required
to be open for voting by the Texas Election Code.

Section 6. Voting Precincts. Except as otherwise provided herein, the presently existing
boundaries and territory of the respective Montgomery County Election Precincts, to the extent that
they are wholly or partially within the territorial boundaries of the District, are hereby designated as
the voting precincts of the District for the Election. The precinct number for the District’s election
precincts shall be the corresponding Montgomery County Election Precinct Number of each precinct
that is wholly or partially within the District.

Section 7. Appointment of Agents. To the extent not otherwise provided for in the Joint
Election Agreement, the Board appoints the attorneys for the District, Young & Brooks, Houston,
Texas (the “Agents™), as agents to the Board Secretary to perform the duties related to the conduct of
the Election pursuant to Texas Election Code Section 31.123 and Texas Water Code Section 49.109.
The Agents shall maintain an office open for election duties for at least three hours each day, during
regular office hours, on regular business days during the period required by law. The Agents shall
maintain in their office, the documents, records and other items relating to the election and shall be




the persons designated to receive documents on behalf of the District that are required by the Texas
Election Code.

Section 8. Cancellation of Joint Election Agreement. Notwithstanding any other language
herein to the contrary, if the County for any reason does not conduct a joint election on November 2,
2021, then and only in that event (i) the Joint Election Agreement shall be canceled, (i1) the entire
District is declared one precinct for purposes of the Election, (iii) the Election shall be held within
the District at polling places to be designated by the board, (iv) the board hereby finds and
determines that there are not fewer than 1,000 registered voters resident within the District, and
accordingly the designated early voting clerk shall keep said early voting polling place open for early
voting by personal appearance for eight hours on each day which is not a Saturday, a Sunday, or an
official state holiday, beginning on the 12th day before the Election (or if the 12th day before the
Election falls on a Saturday, Sunday, or legal state or national holiday, then beginning on the first
business day thereafter) and continuing through the 4th day before the Election, and (v) the Board
shall appoint qualified persons as officers of said election and to serve as the early voting ballot
board for the Election.

Section 9. Propositions. At the Election the following Propositions, setting forth the purposes
for which the bonds shall be authorized, shall be submitted in accordance with law:

contracts pursuant to Section 49.213 of the Texas Water Code, or in aid of such
purposes, redeeming bond anticipation notes issued for such purposes, and paying
such expenses as are incidental to the organization, administration and financing of
the District, which under applicable law may properly be paid from the proceeds of



such bonds, and to provide for the payment of principal of and interest on such bonds
by the levy and collection of a sufficient ad valorem tax upon all taxable property
within the District, as authorized by the Constitution and laws of the State of Texas?

Election Code Section 3.009. In accordance with the provisions of Section 3.009(b),

Texas Election Code, it is hereby found and determined that:

The proposition language that will appear on the ballot, the purposes for which the
bonds are to be authorized, and the principal amount of the bonds to be authorized,
are set forth in this Order.

If the bonds are authorized, taxes sufficient to pay the annual principal of and interest
on the bonds may be imposed, without limit as to rate or amount.

The
estimated maximum interest rate is provided for informational purposes only in
accordance with Section 3.009(b)(5) of the Texas Election Code and could be
affected by material changes in the assumptions used, including future economic and
legal changes that are beyond the control of the District. The estimated maximum
interest rate provided herein is not a limitation on the interest rate at which the
District may request approval of the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality or
any successor agency to issue the bonds, or any series thereof, or the interest rate at
which the bonds, or any series thereof, may be sold. Such estimate does not create a
contract with the voters, does not supersede or amend the proposition(s) to be
presented, and is not part of the proposition(s) to be voted on.

The bonds may be issued to mature over a specified number of years not to exceed
the maximum number of years authorized by law.

The aggregate amount of the outstanding principal of the District's debt obligations
as of the date of this Order is $765,000 and the aggregate amount of the outstanding
interest on debt obligations of the District as of the date of this Order is $95,000.

The current ad valorem debt service tax rate of the District is $1.10 per $100
valuation of taxable value.



Section 12:  Voter Information Document. In accordance with the provisions of Section

Section 13:  Posting of Order and Voter Information Document. The Secretary of the Board of
Directors is hereby directed to cause a copy of this Order, including the attached Voter Information
Document, to be posted in English and Spanish (i) on Election Day and during early voting by
personal appearance, in a prominent location at each polling place; and (ii) not later than the 21st day
before Election Day, in three public places in the boundaries of the District. The District does not
currently maintain an Internet website.

Section 14:  Notice of Election. The Secretary of the Board of Directors is hereby directed to
cause notice of the Election, including the location of each polling place, to be posted in English and
Spanish, not later than the 21st day before Election Day, (i) at a public place in each election
precinct that is in the jurisdiction of the District, including but not limited to the bulletin board used
for posting notices of the meetings of the board of the directors of the District, which is hereby found
and determined to be at a public place in an election precinct that is in the jurisdiction of the District,
and (ii) on the internet website maintained by Montgomery County, Texas, the sole county that
includes the jurisdiction of the District.

Section 15. Authorization to Execute. The President or Vice-President of the Board is
authorized to execute and the Secretary or Assistant Secretary of the Board is authorized to attest this
Order on behalf of the Board; and the President of Vice-President of the Board is authorized to do all
other things legal and necessary in connection with the holding and consummation of the Election.
The Board finds that notice of the date, place and subject of this meeting was posted in accordance
with the terms and provisions of the Texas Open Meeting Act at least 72 hours preceding the
scheduled time of this meeting.

Section 16.  Effective Date. This Order is effective immediately upon its passage and approval.
