ORDER CALLING CONFIRMATION, DIRECTORS, BONDS, OPERATION AND
MAINTENANCE TAX, AND SPECIAL CONTRACT ELECTIONS

RECITALS

Montgomery County Municipal Utility District No. 189 (“District”) was duly created by the
Corrected Otrder Dividing District Into Six Districts adopted by Montgomery County Municipal
Utility District No. 140 on September 1, 2020, as authotized by Chapter 8425, Texas Special District
Local Laws Code, and Chapters 49 and 54, Texas Water Code, and the initial directors of the District
have met and organized and have qualified to serve as ditectors of the District by making the sworn
statement, taking the oath, and making the bond required by law.

The District was created under the authority of Article XVI, Section 59, and Article 111, Section
52, of the Texas Constitution, Chapter 8425, Teexas Special District Local Laws Code, and Chapter 49
and 54, Texas Water Code, and has all of the purposes and powers described therein.

It is now necessary to call an election in accordance with Section 49.102, Texas Water Code,
for the purpose of confirming the creation and establishment of the District and for the purpose of
the election of five permanent directors thereof.

As required by Section 49.106, Texas Water Code, there has been filed in the office of the
District open to inspection by the public, an engineet’s report, and any supplemental letters or
amendments, covering the land, improvements, facilities, plants, equipment, and appliances to be
putchased or constructed and their estimated cost, together with maps, plats, profiles and data fully
showing and explaining the report (“Engineering Report”), and the Engineering Report has been
carefully considered by the Board of Directots of the District (“Board”).

The Board finds that the estimate of probable costs of the design, construction, putchase, and
acquisition of a waterworks system, sanitary sewet system, and/or drainage and storm sewer system
and additions thereto, and incidental expenses connected with such improvements, as described in the
Engineering Report, is reasonable and proper. Therefore the Board desites to call an election for the
purpose of submitting a proposition on the issuance of the bonds of the District for the provision of
a waterworks system, sanitary sewer system, and/or a drainage and storm sewer system, and for the
purpose of the issuance of bonds of the District to refund such bonds, in the maximum aggregate
principal amount of $220,200,000 and the levy of taxes in payment of such bonds.

As required by Section 49.4645(b), Texas Water Code, there has been filed in the office of the
District for review by the public a park plan covering the land, improvements, facilities, and equipment
to be purchased or constructed and their estimated cost, together with maps, plats, drawings, and data
fully showing and explaining the park plan (“Park Plan”).

In accordance with Section 49.465, Texas Water Code, the Board finds that the size and
location of the recreational facilities described in the Park Plan have been established in consideration
of municipal or county recreational facilities, whether existing or proposed, if any, that serve or will
serve the area in which the District is located.

The Board finds that the estimate of probable costs of the design, construction, purchase, and
acquisition of recreational facilities and additions thereto, and incidental expenses connected with such



facilities, as described in the Park Plan, is reasonable and propet. Therefore, the Board desires to call
an election for the purpose of submitting a proposition on the issuance of the bonds of the District
for the provision of recreational facilities, and for the purpose of the issuance of bonds of the District
to refund such bonds, in the maximum aggregate principal amount of $42,500,000 and the levy of
taxes in payment of such bonds.

Chapter 8425, Texas Special District Local Laws Code authorizes the District to issue bonds
for road facilities.

Article III, Section 52(b) of the Texas Constitution requites approval of bonds for road
facilities by a two-thirds majority of the voting qualified voters of a district exercising road powers.

The Board finds that the estimate of probable costs for the design, construction, purchase,
and acquisition of road facilities and additions thereto, and incidental expenses connected with such
improvements, as described in the Engineering Report, is reasonable and proper. Therefore, the Board
desires to call an election for the purpose of submitting a proposition on the issuance of bonds of the
District for the provision of road facilities, and for the purpose of the issuance of bonds of the District
to refund such bonds, in the maximum aggregate principal amount of $178,900,000 and the levy of
taxes in payment of such bonds.

Section 49.107, Texas Water Code, provides that the District may levy and collect a tax for
operation and maintenance purposes after such tax is approved by a majority of the electors voting in
an election held for that purpose.

The Board is of the opinion that an election should be held for the purpose of submitting a
proposition on the levy of an operation and maintenance tax for facilities authorized by Article XVI,
Section 59 of the Texas Constitution.

The Board is of the opinion that an election should be held for the purpose of submitting a
proposition on the levy of an operation and maintenance tax for facilities authorized by Article III,
Section 52 of the Texas Constitution.

The Board desires to approve the provisions of the Contract for Construction, Financing,
Operation, and Maintenance of Regional Facilities (“Master District Contract”) whereby certain water
supply and distribution facilities, sanitary sewer trunk and treatment facilities, storm sewer and
drainage facilities, park and recreational facilities, and road facilities will be supplied by Montgomery
County Municipal Utility District No. 186 to the Service Area (as defined in the Master District
Contract), which includes the District, and said Master District Contract is on file and, as required by

Sections 49.108 and 49.4645(b), Texas Water Code, is available for public inspection at the District’s
Office.

Said Master District Contract provides that the District will call an election for the approval
of said Master District Contract and the authorization to levy, assess and collect ad valorem taxes on
all taxable property within the District to make certain payments thereunder.

Section 49.108, Texas Water Code, provides that a District may make payments under a
contract from taxes after the provisions of the contract have been approved by the requisite majority
of the electors voting at an election held for that purpose.



The Board desires to have the provisions of the Master District Contract approved by the
electors of the District.

The Board wishes to proceed with the ordering of said elections.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDERED BY THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF
MONTGOMERY COUNTY MUNICIPAL UTILITY DISTRICT NO. 189 THAT:

Section 1: The matters and facts set out in the recitals of this Order are hereby found and
declared to be true and complete.

Section 2: The Engineering Report and the Park Plan, together with the estimates of costs
described therein, are hereby approved.

Section 3: An election shall be held on November 4, 2025, at which there shall be
submitted the questions of the confirmation of the District, the election of permanent directors, the
issuance of bonds and refunding bonds and the levy of taxes in payment of the bonds, the levy of
operation and maintenance taxes, and the approval of the Mastet District Contract.

Section 4: The following propositions shall be submitted to the resident electors of the
District:

Proposition A

Shall the creation of Montgomery County Municipal Utility District No. 189 be
confirmed?

extending, or paying for, inside and outside the district’s boundaries, any and all district
works, improvements, facilities, plants, equipment, and appliances needed to provide
a waterworks system, sanitary sewer system, and drainage and storm sewer system,
including, but not limited to, all costs associated with flood plain and wetlands
regulation (including mitigation) and endangered species and stormwater permits
(including mitigation) and all additions to such systems and all works, improvements,



facilities, plants, equipment, appliances, interests in property, and contract rights
necessary or convenient therefor and administrative facilities needed in connection
therewith, and for the purpose or purposes of refunding by any means now or
hereafter authorized by law all or any portion of such bonds, and to levy and collect
taxes, without limit as to rate, upon all taxable property within said district sufficient
to pay the principal of and interest on such bonds, all as authorized by the Constitution
and laws of the state of Texas?

Proposition C - THIS IS A TAX INCREASE

(Recreational Facilities Bonds)

Shall the board of directors of Montgomery County Municipal Utility District No. 189
be authotized to issue the bonds of said district in one or more issues ot series in the

Bonds, including bonds issued to refund such bonds, all as defined and provided in
the Master District Contract, and

x) the Master District Contract shall be approved and the Board shall be authorized
pursuant to Article XVI, Section 59, of the Texas Constitution to levy and collect ad
valorem taxes, without limit as to rate, on all taxable property within the District to
make certain payments for the Debt Service Requirements of the Master District
Recreational Facilities Bonds, including bonds issued to refund such bonds, all as
defined and provided in the Master District Contract.

In the event the elections result against any of the propositions submitted, the Board shall be
authorized to act on the terms and conditions of the propositions approved at the elections. If
Proposition G is approved, regardless of whether or not Proposition H and Proposition I atre
approved, then the District’s obligation to levy an annual ad valorem tax to make payments for Debt
Service Requirements for Master District Water, Sewer, and Drainage Bonds, including bonds issued
to refund such bonds, shall be authorized. If Proposition H is approved, regardless of whether ot not
Proposition G and Proposition I are approved, then the District’s obligation to levy an annual ad
valorem tax to make payments for Debt Service Requitements for Mater District Road Bonds,
including bonds issued to refund such bonds, shall be authorized. If Proposition I is approved,
regardless of whether or not Proposition G and Proposition H ate approved, then the District’s
obligation to levy an annual ad valorem tax to make payments for Debt Service Requirements for
Master District Recreational Facilities Bonds, including bonds issued to refund such bonds, shall be
authorized.

Section 19: The officers of the Board of Directors, or their authorized agent, and the

attorneys for the District are authorized and directed to take any action necessary or convenient to
carry out the provisions of this Order.
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Section 20: It is hereby found that the meeting at which this Order has been considered
and adopted is open to the public, as required by law, and that written notice of the time, place, and
subject matter of said meeting, and of the proposed adoption of this Order, was given as required by
Chapter 551, Texas Government Code, and Section 49.063, Texas Water Code. The Board further
ratifies and confirms said written notice and the contents and posting thereof.

ORDER CALLING CONFIRMATION, DIRECTORS, BONDS, OPERATION AND
MAINTENANCE TAX, AND SPECIAL CONTRACT ELECTIONS

RECITALS

Montgomery County Municipal Utility District No. 189 (“District”) was duly created by the
Corrected Otrder Dividing District Into Six Districts adopted by Montgomery County Municipal
Utility District No. 140 on September 1, 2020, as authotized by Chapter 8425, Texas Special District
Local Laws Code, and Chapters 49 and 54, Texas Water Code, and the initial directors of the District
have met and organized and have qualified to serve as ditectors of the District by making the sworn
statement, taking the oath, and making the bond required by law.

The District was created under the authority of Article XVI, Section 59, and Article 111, Section
52, of the Texas Constitution, Chapter 8425, Teexas Special District Local Laws Code, and Chapter 49
and 54, Texas Water Code, and has all of the purposes and powers described therein.

It is now necessary to call an election in accordance with Section 49.102, Texas Water Code,
for the purpose of confirming the creation and establishment of the District and for the purpose of
the election of five permanent directors thereof.

As required by Section 49.106, Texas Water Code, there has been filed in the office of the
District open to inspection by the public, an engineet’s report, and any supplemental letters or
amendments, covering the land, improvements, facilities, plants, equipment, and appliances to be
putchased or constructed and their estimated cost, together with maps, plats, profiles and data fully
showing and explaining the report (“Engineering Report”), and the Engineering Report has been
carefully considered by the Board of Directots of the District (“Board”).

The Board finds that the estimate of probable costs of the design, construction, putchase, and
acquisition of a waterworks system, sanitary sewet system, and/or drainage and storm sewer system
and additions thereto, and incidental expenses connected with such improvements, as described in the
Engineering Report, is reasonable and proper. Therefore the Board desites to call an election for the
purpose of submitting a proposition on the issuance of the bonds of the District for the provision of
a waterworks system, sanitary sewer system, and/or a drainage and storm sewer system, and for the
purpose of the issuance of bonds of the District to refund such bonds, in the maximum aggregate
principal amount of $220,200,000 and the levy of taxes in payment of such bonds.

As required by Section 49.4645(b), Texas Water Code, there has been filed in the office of the
District for review by the public a park plan covering the land, improvements, facilities, and equipment
to be purchased or constructed and their estimated cost, together with maps, plats, drawings, and data
fully showing and explaining the park plan (“Park Plan”).

In accordance with Section 49.465, Texas Water Code, the Board finds that the size and
location of the recreational facilities described in the Park Plan have been established in consideration
of municipal or county recreational facilities, whether existing or proposed, if any, that serve or will
serve the area in which the District is located.

The Board finds that the estimate of probable costs of the design, construction, purchase, and
acquisition of recreational facilities and additions thereto, and incidental expenses connected with such



facilities, as described in the Park Plan, is reasonable and propet. Therefore, the Board desires to call
an election for the purpose of submitting a proposition on the issuance of the bonds of the District
for the provision of recreational facilities, and for the purpose of the issuance of bonds of the District
to refund such bonds, in the maximum aggregate principal amount of $42,500,000 and the levy of
taxes in payment of such bonds.

Chapter 8425, Texas Special District Local Laws Code authorizes the District to issue bonds
for road facilities.

Article III, Section 52(b) of the Texas Constitution requites approval of bonds for road
facilities by a two-thirds majority of the voting qualified voters of a district exercising road powers.

The Board finds that the estimate of probable costs for the design, construction, purchase,
and acquisition of road facilities and additions thereto, and incidental expenses connected with such
improvements, as described in the Engineering Report, is reasonable and proper. Therefore, the Board
desires to call an election for the purpose of submitting a proposition on the issuance of bonds of the
District for the provision of road facilities, and for the purpose of the issuance of bonds of the District
to refund such bonds, in the maximum aggregate principal amount of $178,900,000 and the levy of
taxes in payment of such bonds.

Section 49.107, Texas Water Code, provides that the District may levy and collect a tax for
operation and maintenance purposes after such tax is approved by a majority of the electors voting in
an election held for that purpose.

The Board is of the opinion that an election should be held for the purpose of submitting a
proposition on the levy of an operation and maintenance tax for facilities authorized by Article XVI,
Section 59 of the Texas Constitution.

The Board is of the opinion that an election should be held for the purpose of submitting a
proposition on the levy of an operation and maintenance tax for facilities authorized by Article III,
Section 52 of the Texas Constitution.

The Board desires to approve the provisions of the Contract for Construction, Financing,
Operation, and Maintenance of Regional Facilities (“Master District Contract”) whereby certain water
supply and distribution facilities, sanitary sewer trunk and treatment facilities, storm sewer and
drainage facilities, park and recreational facilities, and road facilities will be supplied by Montgomery
County Municipal Utility District No. 186 to the Service Area (as defined in the Master District
Contract), which includes the District, and said Master District Contract is on file and, as required by

Sections 49.108 and 49.4645(b), Texas Water Code, is available for public inspection at the District’s
Office.

Said Master District Contract provides that the District will call an election for the approval
of said Master District Contract and the authorization to levy, assess and collect ad valorem taxes on
all taxable property within the District to make certain payments thereunder.

Section 49.108, Texas Water Code, provides that a District may make payments under a
contract from taxes after the provisions of the contract have been approved by the requisite majority
of the electors voting at an election held for that purpose.



The Board desires to have the provisions of the Master District Contract approved by the
electors of the District.

The Board wishes to proceed with the ordering of said elections.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDERED BY THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF
MONTGOMERY COUNTY MUNICIPAL UTILITY DISTRICT NO. 189 THAT:

Section 1: The matters and facts set out in the recitals of this Order are hereby found and
declared to be true and complete.

Section 2: The Engineering Report and the Park Plan, together with the estimates of costs
described therein, are hereby approved.

Section 3: An election shall be held on November 4, 2025, at which there shall be
submitted the questions of the confirmation of the District, the election of permanent directors, the
issuance of bonds and refunding bonds and the levy of taxes in payment of the bonds, the levy of
operation and maintenance taxes, and the approval of the Mastet District Contract.

Section 4: The following propositions shall be submitted to the resident electors of the
District:

Proposition A

Shall the creation of Montgomery County Municipal Utility District No. 189 be
confirmed?

Proposition B - THIS IS A TAX INCREASE

(Waterworks, Sanitary Sewer, and Drainage
and Storm Sewer Facilities Bonds)

Shall the board of directors of Montgomery County Municipal Utility District No. 189
be authorized to issue the bonds of said district in one or more issues or series in the
maximum amount of $220,200,000 maturing serially or otherwise in such installments
as are fixed by said board over a period or periods not exceeding the maximum number
of years authorized by law from their date or dates, bearing interest at any rate ot rates
and to sell said bonds at any price or prices, provided that the net effective interest
rate on any issue or series of said bonds shall not exceed the maximum legal limit in
effect at the time of issuance of each issue or series of bonds, all as may be determined
by the board of directors of said district, for the purpose or purposes of purchasing,
constructing, acquiring, owning, maintaining, operating, trepairing, improving,
extending, or paying for, inside and outside the district’s boundaries, any and all district
works, improvements, facilities, plants, equipment, and appliances needed to provide
a waterworks system, sanitary sewer system, and drainage and storm sewer system,
including, but not limited to, all costs associated with flood plain and wetlands
regulation (including mitigation) and endangered species and stormwater permits
(including mitigation) and all additions to such systems and all works, improvements,



facilities, plants, equipment, appliances, interests in property, and contract rights
necessary or convenient therefor and administrative facilities needed in connection
therewith, and for the purpose or purposes of refunding by any means now or
hereafter authorized by law all or any portion of such bonds, and to levy and collect
taxes, without limit as to rate, upon all taxable property within said district sufficient
to pay the principal of and interest on such bonds, all as authorized by the Constitution
and laws of the state of Texas?

Proposition C - THIS IS A TAX INCREASE

(Recreational Facilities Bonds)

Shall the board of directors of Montgomery County Municipal Utility District No. 189
be authotized to issue the bonds of said district in one or more issues ot series in the
maximum amount of $42,500,000 maturing serially or otherwise in such installments
as are fixed by said board over a period or periods not exceeding the maximum number
of years authorized by law from their date or dates, bearing interest at any rate or rates
and to sell said bonds at any price or prices, provided that the net effective interest
rate on any issue or seties of said bonds shall not exceed the maximum legal limit in
effect at the time of issuance of each issue or seties of bonds, all as may be determined
by the board of directors of said district, for the purpose or purposes of purchasing,
constructing, acquiring, owning, developing, managing, maintaining, operating,
repairing, improving, extending, or paying for, inside and outside the district’s
boundaries, any and all district recreational facilities, including, but not limited to,
parks, landscaping, parkways, greenbelts, sidewalks, trails, public right-of-way
beautification projects, recreational equipment and facilities, and associated street and
security lighting, and all additions to such facilities and interests in property, all costs
associated with flood plain and wetlands regulation (including mitigation) and
endangered species and stormwater permits (including mitigation), and contract rights
necessary or convenient therefor and administrative facilities needed in connection
therewith, and for the purpose or putposes of refunding by any means now or
hereafter authorized by law all or any portion of such bonds, and to levy and collect
taxes, without limit as to rate, upon all taxable property within said district sufficient
to pay the principal of and interest on such bonds, all as authorized by the Constitution
and laws of the state of Texas?

Proposition D - THIS IS A TAX INCREASE

(Road Facilities Bonds)

Shall the board of directors of Montgomery County Municipal Utility District No. 189
be authorized to issue the bonds of said district in one or more issues or series in the
maximum amount of $178,900,000 maturing serially or otherwise in such installments
as are fixed by said board over a period or periods not exceeding the maximum number
of years authorized by law from their date or dates, bearing interest at any rate or rates
and to sell said bonds at any price or prices, provided that the net effective mnterest
rate on any issue or series of said bonds shall not exceed the maximum legal limit in
effect at the time of issuance of each issue or series of bonds, all as may be determined
by the board of directors of said district, for the purpose or purposes of purchasing,



constructing, acquiring, owning, maintaining, operating, repairing, improving,
extending, or paying for, inside and outside the district’s boundaties, any and all
macadamized, graveled or paved roads or facilities in aid thereof, including but not
limited to, associated drainage and stormwater detention facilities, landscaping and
irrigation, and all works, improvements, facilities, equipment, appliances, interests in
property, all costs associated with flood plain and wetlands regulation (including
mitigation) and endangered species and stormwater permits (including mitigation), and
contract rights necessary or convenient therefor, and for the purpose or purposes of
refunding by any means now or hereafter authorized by law all or any portion of such
bonds, and to levy and collect taxes, without limit as to rate, upon all taxable property
within said district sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such bonds, all as
authorized by the Constitution and laws of the state of Texas?

Proposition E - THIS IS A TAX INCREASE

(Maintenance Tax for Article XVI, Section 59, Consetvation and Reclamation
Facilities)

Shall the board of directors of Montgomery County Municipal Utility District No. 189
be authorized to levy and collect an operation and maintenance tax (in addition to any
