MAINTEN

THE STATE OF TEXAS

CONROE MI.INICIPAL MANAGEMENT DISTRICT NO. 2

WHEREAS, Conroe Municipal Management District No. 2 (the "District") was heretofore

duly created pursuant to Order of Texas Commission on Environmental Quality dated August 14,

2019, as a conservation and reclamation district created under and essential to accomplish the

purposes of Article XVI, Section 59, and Article III, Sections 52 and 52-a of the Texas Constitution

and operating pursuant to Chapter 375, Texas Local Government Code, and Chapter 49, Texas

Water Code, as amended; and

WHEREAS, it is now necessary to call an election for the pu{pose of confirming the

creation and establishment of the District; and

WHEREAS, it is now timely to call an election to authorize the Board of Directors to issue

bonds of the District to provide the facilities for which the District was created; and

WHEREAS, there has been filed with the District, open to inspection by the public, an

engineer's report covering the works, improvements, facilities, capacities, plants, equipment and

appliances to be purchased, constructed or otherwise acquired by the District and the property,

contract rights, rights of use and interests in property to be purchased or otherwise acquired, as

well as the estimated cost of all the foregoing, together with maps, plats, profiles and data showing

and explaining the report, and the report has been carefully considered by the Board and has been

fully approved by the Board; and

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WHEREAS, the engineer's report heretofore filed and approved contains an estimate of the

cost of the purchase, construction or other acquisition of the proposed works, improvements,

facilities, capacities, plants, equipment and appliances, an estimate of the cost of purchase or other

acquisition of property, contract rights, rights of use and interests in property, and an estimate of

expenses incident thereto :

WHEREAS, the Board finds that the estimates of $81,950,000 for water, sewer and

drainage facilities and $41,800,000 for roads are reasonable and proper and hereby approves the

same and all items thereof but reserves the right to authorize amendments to the engineer's report

and to reallocate costs and make such other changes as necessary to meet the changing

requirements of the District's system; and

WHEREAS, the Board is of the opinion that it would be of benefit to the District to

authorize the issuance of bonds in an amount not to exceed $122,925,000 for the purposes of

refunding bonds issued for water, sewer, and drainage facilities; and 
.

WHEREAS, the Board is of the opinion that it would be of benefit to the District to

authorize the issuance of bonds in an amount not to exceed $62,700,000 for the purposes of

refunding bonds issued for road facilities; and

WHEREAS, on September 13, 2003,the registered voters of the State of Texas passed an

amendment to the constitution of the State of Texas which authorizes conservation and reclamation

districts, such as the District, to develop and finance with taxes certain parks and recreational

facilities and authorizes the issuance of bonds by conservation and reclamation districts located in

Montgomery County, Texas, such as the District, to provide for improvements and maintenance

ofsuch parks and rscreational facilities;
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WHEREAS, the Board is of the opinion that it would be of benefit to the District to

authorize the use of taxes to develop and finance certain parks and recreational facilities and the

issuance of bonds in an amount not to exceed $15,000,000 for improvements and maintenance of

such parks and recreational facilities; and

WHEREAS, the Board is of the opinion that it would be of benefit to the District to

authorize the issuance of bonds in an amount not to exceed $22,500,000 for the purposes of

refunding bonds issued for improvements and maintenance of such parks and recreational

facilities; and

WHEREAS, the Board is of the opinion that it would be of benefit to the District to be

authorized to levy and collect annual ad valorem taxes at arale not to exceed $1.50 per $100.00 of

assessed valuation on all taxable property within the District to secure funds for maintenance

purposes; and

WHEREAS, the Board is of the opinion that it would be of benefit to the District to be

authorized to levy and collect annual ad valorem taxes at arate not to exceed $ 1.50 per $ 100.00 of

assessed valuation on all taxable property within the District to secure funds for road maintenance

purposes; and

WHEREAS, the Board is of the opinion that it would be of benefit to the District to

authorize the levy and collect annual ad valorem taxes on all taxable property within the District

to secure funds for parks and recreational facilities in an amount not to exceed $0.10 per $100

valuation on all taxable property within the District;

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors is of the opinion that an election should be held for the

purposes (i) confirming the creation and establishment of the District; (ii) submitting a proposition

onthe issuance ofthe District's general bonds inthe maximum aggregate original principal amount
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of $81,950,000 and $122,925,000 in refunding bonds to develop and finance water, sewer and

drainage facilities; (iii) submitting a proposition on the issuance of the District's general bonds in

the maximum aggregate original principal amount of $41,800,000 and $62,700,000 in refunding

bonds to develop and finance roads; (iv) submitting a proposition for the issuance of general bonds

in an amount not to exceed $15,000,000 and $22,500,000 in refunding bonds to develop and

finance certain parks and recreational facilities and on the use of taxes for improvements and

maintenance of such parks and recreational facilities; (v) submitting a proposition on the levying

and collecting of an annual ad valorem tax for maintenance pulposes; (vi) submitting aproposition

on the levying and collecting of an annual ad valorem tax for road maintenance putposes; (vii) the

levying and collecting of an annual maintenance tax for park and recreational facilities not to

exceed $0.10 per $100 valuation..

WHEREAS, all of the bonds which may be issued from each proposition will be secured

by the levy of an ad valorem tax unlimited as to rate or amount; and

WHEREAS, the estimated ad valorem tax rate necessary to support the bonds authorized

hereunder is $1.50 per $100 of assessed valuation on all taxable property within the District; and
